What is a Land Information Memorandum?

A Land Information Memorandum (LIM) is a report prepared by the Upper Hutt City Council at your request.

It Provides
Information that Upper Hutt City Council holds on:

· Special land features or characteristics if they are known to the Council and not apparent from the District Plan, including potential, such matters as;
· Potential erosion

· Removal of land by water action

· Falling debris

· Subsidence

· Slippage

· The deposition of silt from flooding

· Flooding
· The presence of hazardous contaminants that are likely to be relevant to the land and are known to the Council 
· Private and public storm water and sewerage drains as shown in Council’s records;
· Drinking Water that Greater Wellington Regional Council has provided to Upper Hutt City Council under Section 69ZH Health Act 1956;

· Whether the land is supplied with drinking water, and if so :

· The type of supply

· Any conditions applicable to the supply

· If owner supplied, any information Upper Hutt City Council has about the supply

· Any rates owing in relation to the land;

· Any consent, certificate, notice, order or requisition affecting the land or any building on the land previously issued by the Council under the Building Act 2004, or any other Act;

· Any consents or certificates that are issued by any Building Certifiers.

· The use to which the land may be put and any conditions attached to that use;

· Weathertight Homes claims advised to Upper Hutt City Council by the Department of Building and Housing.
· Information provided to Upper Hutt City Council by any statutory organisation which has the power to classify land or buildings;

· Information that has been notified to the Council by any network utility operator under the Building Act 1991 or 2004.

The Memorandum may also include such other information concerning the land that the Council considers, at its discretion, to be relevant.  The information obtained in a LIM is only valid as at the date the LIM is issued.
When should I obtain a LIM? 

If you are considering purchasing a property in Upper Hutt City it is recommended that you obtain a LIM before finalising the purchase.  You will find a LIM useful to identify any restrictions on the land and whether the intended use of the land is feasible.  The charge for LIMs is listed in the schedule of 
charges available from Council offices.  An application form is available from Council offices, which describes the information available, and the charges.  
How do I obtain a LIM?

LIM application forms are available from the Upper Hutt City Council office, the website or they can be posted to you.  Alternatively, you can make your application in writing, or any other way providing you supply the correct information to identify the property you require a LIM for.  You should forward your application, with the appropriate fee to the Council office.  Please be sure that all the information requested is included to enable us to return the memorandum to you as quickly as possible.

When will I be expected to make payment?

Payment of $225.00 will be expected when you apply for your LIM.  This payment will confirm the processing of your application.

Payment Options?

You can pay by:

· Cheque

· Cash

· EFTPOS (credit cards not accepted)

Email your application to Council and we will return the invoice via your email address.  The invoice has reference and account details with which to make payment.

When will I receive the LIM? 

Providing all the necessary information is supplied with your application, the LIM will be prepared by the Council within 10 working days and forwarded to you.  For further information regarding Land Information Memoranda, please contact the Council office direct.

Is property information available without having to apply for a LIM?

Yes.  Limited property related information can be obtained by speaking to Rates and Planning Officers and by searching the building information on micro fiche and computer by way of a Property Information Search.  This information is available at Level 2 Reception.  If copies are required, these will be charged for in accordance with Council’s fees for printing and photocopying.  Information obtained in this way is not a LIM.
